PRINCIPAL’S REPORT 
Week five already! This term is really moving fast and 
before we know it Christmas will be on us. Teachers are 
currently finalising assessments and writing detailed 
reports for all of our students. Mr Cheers will return next 
Wednesday and in the interim Miss Beveridge, Mrs Pollack 
and I will continue to relieve in the Principal’s position. 
The Choir performance at the Sydney Opera House last 
Thursday evening was outstanding - a mass choir of 700 
accompanied by a stage band and orchestra. Students, as 
usual, were a credit to the school - on the train, at the 
hostel and at the Opera House. There was lots of emotion 
and tears in the audience. Thanks to Mrs Pollack, Mr 
Moore,Peter Kaukiainan and 30 parents who accompanied 
and supervised the group. Mr Moore would like any photos 
and/or videos taken of the choir performance and 
excursion by parents as soon as possible so that he can 
compile a ‘memento’ for all the students. There will be a 
special encore performance by the choir on Thursday 19 
November commencing at 6pm in the new hall. 
Year 6 students are off to Sydney next week with Mr 
Paslowski, myself and some very brave parents. Mr Cheers 
will help them settle in and return to school lunch time 
Wednesday. Year 6 will be holding a car wash on the 
basketball court this Thursday between 1:35 and 3:45pm 
to raise money for their ‘cruise’ in Sydney. Please support 
them if you can. We even accept money to not wash cars - 
$5.00 per car. 
Year 3 have their big camp on tonight. Miss Wilson has 
been busy getting everything organised after the wash out 
a few weeks ago. The camp will go ahead no matter what. 
If the weather looks doubtful the group will relocate to 
the new school hall. If I was a betting man I think it’s a 
good chance to be in the hall after reading the forecast. 
Kindergarten Orientation has been an outstanding success 
and full credit to Miss Beveridge for her hard work and 
organisation.

Thank you to 
Emma Aspden for all her hard work and enthusiasm with our 
students over the past few weeks in educating them in 
regard to the Little Tern.
